For 27 years, Humboldt Mediation Services has helped thousands of Humboldt County residents in conflict.

Through Community Mediation—using a panel of 3 trained volunteer mediators—we help people resolve their disputes and learn better ways to prevent or peacefully deal with future conflict.

Last year, for example, we received 111 inquiries and mediated 35 cases.   To prepare for the future, 13 people graduated from our annual Mediator Training workshop.   We expanded our service to the community by offering facilitation to organizations and groups, and by conducting custom workshops in communication and conflict resolution.

This year, our plans include partnering with Humboldt County Health and Human Services to teach conflict resolution skills to youth in foster care and transitional age youth who will be leaving foster care.
We could not have accomplished this without the generous support of people like you!

Mediation is provided on a sliding fee scale based on the individual’s income.   However, nobody is ever denied access to mediation because they cannot afford the fee.   Instead, your financial support enables HMS to offer mediation to such Humboldt County residents who—in many cases—most need our help.   Your donations also help us train volunteers as Community Mediators and conduct workshops in conflict management.
